BLUE STRAWBERRY

White Wines

Very pale colour with an expressive and grassy nose, with hints of white pepper. Moderate in alcohol, the bone dry
palate displays great ripeness, with a sweet core of yellow plums, passion fruit, white pepper and hedgerow fruits.

Beautifully soft, fruit salad flavours with a fresh yet creamy finish.

A discreet citrus and lychee flavour, with mandarin predominant. Perfect as an aperitif or to have with spicier foods.

100% Grenache blanc. Pale lemon with green tints. The nose shows floral notes, yellow plums, peach and hints of
oak. The palate is quite rich and has a lovely texture, with flavours of golden delicious, peach and spice and a fine
crisp finish.

One of the most highly recognised white wines in France. Clean and zesty with grapefruit on the nose and hints of
gooseberry on the palate.

One of the best estates in Pouilly, making very forward fruit driven wines backed by great structure. Vibrant
gooseberry and fresh grass fruit, excellent concentration and length.

The famous Macon Lugny from Louis Latour. Clean and fresh with subtle apple, honey and nutty flavours.

Green gold in colour, open and pure in the middle with a supple, fresh finish.

Classically poised Chablis, there is nonetheless a smoky minerality on the nose along with aromas of pears and
cooking apples. The palate has ripe fruit with a steely core and great length. 100% Chardonnay.

Crisp, clean Chardonnay with touches of oak and plenty of soft texture and a creamy finish.

Beautiful floral nose, typical of the Meursault terroir. With notes of white flowers and a delicious creamy buttery
finish.

Straw yellow in colour. An intense and persistant bouquet with typical floral notes. A dry and fresh palate.

Pale yellow colour with green highlights, the perfume is fine and delicate with some aspects of flowers and anise. A
dry taste with citrus lemony flavours. Elegant with a great rich finish.

White gold coloured, the nose shows vanilla and spice aromas, along with citrus and stone fruit. The palate is
medium bodied and refreshing, with toasty wood notes, grilled nuts and peach and lemon fruit flavours.

Bright medium bodied wine, with citrus and apple flavours and a soft texture without the often
overbearing characteristics of new oak.

100% Sauvignon Blanc sourced from young vines planted very near the North coast of the Western Cape, this lively
verdant Sauvignon packs a real punch of racey, intense grassy, gooseberry fruit. No oak, just bristling with pristine,
rapier-like Sauvignon.

Delicious gooseberry aromas and well balanced citrus fruit on the palate.

Gently oaked Chardonnay with the focus on pure vibrant fruit flavours. An appealing wine with citrus, fig and melon
flavours characterising this fresh mouth-filling wine, with good length and texture.

Lifted aromas of passion fruit and peach show the distinctive varietal style from this region. This is followed by rich
flavours of pineapple and citrus which are enhanced by a well balanced finish.

Bursting with ripe Riesling character with crisp mineral flavours and great style.

Red Wines

Deep concentrated colour. Lots of ripe Merlot fruit on the nose. Full of supple rich fruit with a smooth texture and
silky finish. long in flavour and well-balanced. A beautifully constituted wine, full of breeding.

The nose reveals plenty of ripe black fruits with a slight spiciness and a hint of oak. The palate is complex with more
rich, ripe blackberry and blackcurrant fruit with a touch of cedar and rounded with shapely tannins.

Warm cherry red colour with a ripe cedar-box and briary nose. Ripe, full bodied flavours with soft tannins whilst its
length promises a great future.

Superb second wine of famous Ch. Cantermerle with ripe blackberry fruit and gentle tannins.

Bright purple-ruby, with fragrant blackcurrant and cedar aromas, this is a rich, deep wine lifted by essential
freshness and minerality. A glorious, full bodied claret, drinking beautifully.

Delightfully fragrant, pure raspberry fruit character with a soft texture.

Well coloured with purplish highlights and aromas of briary red berries. Powerful but smooth, it has the forceful
aromatic appeal that characterises the Burgundian Pinot Noir.

A bouquet with a hint of spices with prunes and blackcurrants on the palate. Soft tannins.

Earthy bouquet, big and full and slightly peppery in the mouth. Chunky long masculine finish with nice even fruit.

Ageing in French oak produces a wine with distinctive aromas and soft tannins with a long fruit finish.

Plums and figs complemented by balsamic and spicy notes. 16 months ageing in French and American barrels
produces a truly complex and layered wine with a fantastically long finish.

Almost opaque purple black colour. The nose shows raspberry coulis, baked earth and a lovely sweetnes. The palate
is rich and ripe yet beautifully fresh and pure with red berry and black fruits, hints of tea leaves and beautiful ripe
tannins.

The Sangiovese and Canaiolo grapes produce a classic Chianti Classico wine to be enjoyed with game, red meat and
seasoned cheeses.

The wine exhibits typical Pinot characters of plum and cherry with a slight vanilla spice on the nose, rounded off by
a palate which is rich and velvety.

This wine was created to show the fresh, fruity and spice driven flavours of Rhone varietals. Pure, clean dark red
berry flavours.

Deep garnet in colour with blueberry, cherry and spicy aromas and hints of pepper and toasty oak on the nose. On
the palate, an explosion of spice with rich blackcurrant flavours and a smooth, lingering finish.

Soft and mellow with forward ripe fruit and gentle tannins.

Intense flavours of cassis and soft, fine grain tannins.
